Interested parties are hereby notified that a permit application has been received by the New
Orleans District of the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers pursuant to; [X] Section 10 of the Rivers and
Harbors Act of March 3, 1899 (30 Stat. 1[51; 33 USC 403); and/or [X] Section 404 of the Clean Water
Act (86 Stat. B16; 33 USC 1344).

Application has also been made to the Louisiana Dew.mnmt of Environmental Quality, Office of
Environmental Services, for a Water Quality Certification (WQC) in accordance with statutory authority
ained in LRS30:2047 A(3), and provisions of Section 401 of the Clean Water Act (P.L.95-17).

BARGE FLEETING FACILITY IN ST. CHARLES

NANVEOF APPLICANT: Magnolia Fleet, LLC, c/o Richard Wright & Associates, Inc., 1013 Colony
Place, Metairie, Louisiana 70003.

LOCATION OF WQ%: Along the left descending bank of the Mississippi River at approximately 123
miles above the Head of Passes, within Section 01, Township 13 South, Range 08 East, and Section 12,

Township 12 South, Range 08 East, 8t. Charles Parish, Louisiana.

EXISTING SITE CONDITIONS: The project site is an existing permitted barge fleeting facility (Corps
Permit No. EM-19-920-0866) authorized to fleet 13 tiers of barges. Commencing at the downstream
border the current permit authorizes one tier 8 barges wide, followed by one tier 7 barges wide, fallowed
by one tier 6 barges wide, followed by one tier 5 barges wide and the remaining nine tiers are authorized
to be 4 barges wide.

The work described below was partially completed prior to obtaining a Department of the Army
permit and was in violation of Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899 and Section 301 of the
Clean Water Act. All legal issves concerning the unauthorized work have been deferred.

CHARACTER OF WORK: Clear, grade and deposit fill to construct an access road and parking area
for the existing barge fleeting facility. The project would discharge 823.8 cubic yards of clean fill into
.51 acre of combined riverine wetlands and other waters of the United States. The project would also
construct 9 mooring dolphins for the purpose of installing 17 longbarges, in tandem, between the
shoreline and the existing barge fleeting facility. Each barge would be 35 feet wide by 195 feet long. The
project would result in extending the existing fleeted barges 35 feet channelward. Compensatory
mitigation for wetland impacts has not been proposed.
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The applicant has certified that the proposed activity described in the application complies with
and will be conducted in a manner that is consistent with the Louisiana Coastal Resources Program. The
Department of the Army permit will not be issued unless the applicant received approval or a waiver of
the Coastal Use Permit by the Department of Natural Resources.

Any person may request, in writing, within the comment peried specified in this notice, that a
public hearing be held to consider this ication. Requests for public hearings shali state, with
particularity, the reasons for holding a public hearing.
